SOUTH CAROLINA

MOUNT OLIVET CHURCH

Organlzed before 1785, this
Presbyterian Church was originally
known as Wolf Pit Church, later
as Wateree, and was finally
named Mt. Olivet in 1800. The
Reverend Willlam Martin. a
Covenanter minlister licensed by
the Reformed Presbytery of
Scotland, was an early minister
here. The present house of
worship was completed In 1869.

This Church and Cemetery is located about seven miles northeast of Winnsboro on State
Road 20 about half a mile west of State Highway 200.

The grave locations start at the right front as you enter the cemetery.
