1861-1865 and since.

** ANCESTRAL BACKGROUNB—ABGER, ELLISON, McCRCREY

The first and second generations of these families emmigrated from
County Antrim in Northern Ireland to Pairfield District S, C, I76O-I79O.
They were closely related by marriage. They acquired land throught
feovernment grants in the area north of Winnsboro.

WILTIAM ADGER FAMILY:'

John Adger's father, William, emmigrated with his wife Susan McCrorey,
her 2 brothers, and their parents, William and Margaret McCrorey, William
Adger*8 mother, Margaret Crawford, widow of JTames Adger, Sr. and 2 brothers.
Robert and James. Jr. and 4 sisters emmigrated to New York and later to S.C.
William and Susan McCrorey Adger had 8 children of which one was JOHN ADGER.

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During tDe early 1800s Pairfield District was becoming more
thickly populated. Plantations were not as fertile and there was soil
erosion. Many of the young men started moving southward and westward
to Georgia, Alabama, Miss,, Tenn, Kentucky, La, and Texas,

Acording to "History of Pairfield County? "S, C, by Pitz Hugh McMaster
the agricultural census for 1860 listed JOHN ADGER as having porperty
worth >163,800, This was one of the 4 largest—over $100,000, It had been
$30,000 in 1850,

JOHN ADGER and MARGARET GRAY ELLISON ADGER
THEIR UST 20 YEARS ^Movement to Ia,

JOHN ADGER looked to the future for his son, William Ellison Adger
and daughter Susan Elizabeth Adger, At the age of 3^ he started buying
land in La, f'continuing to acquire land through an agent until in 1845
he owned about 3|000 acres, some on Red River and some in the hills a few
miles away where their home, Chicora, was built» in I860, He did long
distance farming through an agent in La, with frequent trips accompanied
often with his wife and children,, According to "The Large Slaveholders
of La, I860" by Joseph Karl Menn, MA, published by Pelican Publishing
Co,, N, 0, USA, John Adger was amoung the largest in Bossier Parish,
It appears from those papers that his plantation was well stocked with
everything needed to be a functioning plantation: Some of the items in
this paper was: I3I slaves, 700 acres improved and 3»500 acres improved
land,, machinery, 35rffliiies,'v 20cmii5h cows, 8 working oxen, 50 sheep, I50
swinf , 800 *186© bu, com, 468 bales cotton, 240 bu.woo]..

About 1857 changes in family plans started. In 1857 his daughter,
Susan Elizabeth Adger, age 17» married David E, Johnston,age23« She died
in 1858, he died in 1859* It is likely that they would have been amoung
those moving to La, or farming the S, C, plantation, William Ellison
Adger married Mary Moultrie Gamble Peb, 1, i860, he at 23 and she was 21 yrs.
The political climate in S, C, were not pleasant. Decisions had to be made.

During I860 JOHN ADGER and wife made a trip to N, Y, While on a
cruise on Lake Ontario an accident injured his legs and he was crippled
for life. This added to the family's problem as to who would stay and
farm the Albion Plantation in SO and who to go to La,

April 7f 1fl61 John Adger,II, son of William Ellison and Mary Moultrie
Adger was bom, 5 ddys later, April 12, 1861 the Civil War started with
the fireing on U, S, Port Sumpter in Charleston Harbor—S, C. was at war.
No Koubt the Adgers were optimistic that the war would be over quickly.
They needed to move as quickly with the thought that once there was peace
and and the La, plantation functioning well, then John and Margaret Adger
could retum to S,C, and dispose of the Albion"^Plantation and move
permenatly to La, if that is what they wanted then. It is likely that
there was a mortgage on S,C,property fovcash to purchase 4t200 acres
valued at $75000 in I860 La census, The S'j G-iitproperty had-2500 acres with
$163,800 value in i860 cehsus, OfJhceDdonflitiohs were normal the mortgage
could be paid by selling some of the

The family did all move to La, duri5^^8b1 with much of their possessions
taken on the Steamer from probably Charleston to New Orleans, then up the
Miss, River and Red River to Carolina Bluffs Landing on their plantation.
They did buy some fumiture in New Orleans,,, Ihe slaves that were not 1§ft
in S,C, came over land by wagon. The port of New Orleans was closed by
the blockade by 1862,, Iron grill work for the front porch of Chicora Ordered
from Prance didn't get thru the j^locade, "Tie family portraits that were
buried In the woeds b^^ slave caretaker of Albion were brought to Chicora
after the warv
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rS' jni?'! affa VAHOAR'PJ' TtTHAY AIXJKH "both died in and were "buried
in the Cottage Grove Cemetery, Bossier Parish about a mile from Chicora,
Adjoining the Cemetery is the Cottage Grove Presbyterian Church where
in 1885 Mary Koultrie Adger died playing the organ the closing hymn
"Aproach my soul the mercy seat".

When theybied in 1866 in La, the war was just over, the carpet
baggers controled the govenment in S, C, There was no way to pay the
taxes, mortgage or sell the S, C, plantation. So it was sold at
sheriffs sale for $5»236 in 1867 and in 1872 for $11,175* Soldiers of
General Sherman's army burned the house at Albion, Since that time
2 houses have been built on the site.

When 3'ohn and Margaret Adger died in 1866 they had accomplished
their plans started 20 years earlier for their descendents. They had
feritle land to farm, I'lany friends and relatives from Pairfield and
surrounding districts in S, C, followed them, all living raar each other
with small villages containing store, school, church, and cemetery.
Regular steamboat on Red River going to Shreveport and New Orleans, Also
the stage coach route from Shreveport to Arkansas pasted through the area.

For the first 50 years the hill land produced good cotton. By 1890
the swamp land in Caddo Parish across the river attracted the Bossier
Parish planters. The "river bottom" land of north Bossier along with
that of Caddo is still productive after 100 years,

Until 1987 the present day 7 owners would not consider selling
S any part of the land of John and Margaret Adger, Most of it is now owned

by 5th generation'-heirs,

John Adger was the oldest of his close relatives who moved to La,
when he did, Amoung these was Jose^ph Ellison Adger, a nephew of John and
son of William Adger, Jr, who died wheh his son was small. He was left
bank stock in his grandfather's will. His mother was Isabella Ellison,
She married the Rev, George W, Boggs, a presbyterian missionary and they
went to India, Joseph Ellison Adger was adopted by his aunt and uncle
Margaret Adger and Joseph Ellison, He was l^'^years younger thsui his Uncle
John,

The other close cousin was William Harrison Ellison, brother of
Margaret Gray Ellison Adger and his wife Elizabeth Ann Adgeri Ellison was
a "first coUsin of John Adger, Her parents died when she was very young.
She grew up in Charleston, S, C, in the home of his wealthy Uncle James
Adger; and his wife Sarah Elizabeth Ellison.«4whose nephew,*-William Harrison
Ellison, she iater married and moved to Winnsboro, They and their
children went to La, with the John Adgers,

This bxmch of Adgers and Ellisons after 5 generations remain friends,
A large number of them still live in Bossier and Caddo Parishes, Many
of them have remained active Presbyterians, Many still farm or own their
ancestral land.

BEGINNING OF THE CIVIL WAR AND THE END OP THE GREAT PLANTER ERA

Two of the great planters living in Pairfield District S, C, were
John Adger 1808-1866 (wife Margaret Grey Ellison 1817^1866) and William
Ellison Hall Iffi 1801-1864 (wife Dorcus Jones 1801-1871"^ The Adger and
Ellison families were connected several times. Dr, William Ellison Hall's son
Dr Elisha Jones Hall married sisters: (I) Sarah Ellison, (2) Jane Aitei
Ellison^ daughters of William Harrison Ellison and Elizabeth Ann Adger,
These sisters were 1st cousins of William Ellison Adger and Jofeeph-Ellison
Adger, whose families came to La, at the same time as Halls,

Along with other Adgers, Ellisons, Halls and other relatives John
Adger and William E, HallAed the way to buying land on Red River north of
Shreveport around Benton, Cottage Grove, Rocky Mt. and Plain Dealing.
By 1862 they had moved from S, C, and the nation was at war. They came by
overland wagon trains, ocean going steamers from Charleston to New Orleans,
then up the Miss. River and Red River by steamboat to Carolina Bluffs landing
and wagon and carriage to their plantation. Like they did in Fairfield co. they
lived in small settlements with a store, church (mostly Presbyterian), cemetery,
school. Transportation to Shreveport was by steamboat or carriage or horseback.

These 2 great planters were about the same age, 2.of the wealthist
plantation and slave owners in Fairfield Co., SSpC.' Tljey had the leadership
ability>^o help their sons and cousins get settled in a new frontier. Their
mission accomplished, within a few years they died. A new era had begun for
the ADGERS, ELLISONS, and HALLS of Bossier and Caddo Parishes, La.
