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INTRODUCTION

The mortality schedule is one of the most valuable and least
used portions of the U. S. census. It was taken along with the
census each time from 1850 to 1880. Within this census is found
the name of the deceased, age, sex, color, whether free or slave,
marital status, place of birth (just as the regular census), death month,
profession, disease or cause of death, and the number of days
ill. The researcher should be aware that this is for persons
who have died in the year previous to the taking of the census.
The 1850 mortality schedule, indexed here, is the first one to
show slaves by name and age, and is the only way to determine
states of birth for many person (since previous census records
did not show this). The sample page from the original shows
best what the mortality schedule is like.

Unlike most Federal census records, the original return of
the mortality schedule is housed in the South Carolina Archives.
Specific pages may be order from them for a fee, or the entire
1850 mortality schedule may be purchased on microfilm for $15.00.
Please keep in mind that this book is only an index to the original,
and information like that on the sample page will be available
on each deceased person.

A three letter abbreviation for each district has been used
followed by the page number within that district on which the name
occurs. Slaves names are inconsistent: some show only a first

name, some show owners names, and some show both first and last

names . The following are the abbreviations used for the districts:
