He wes at
Gates! defeat near Camden , was at Rocky Mount , Sumter's Suprise at yishing
Creek , Hanging Rock, and other places,

Some Tories had stolen a number of fine horses , and on a dark rainy
night, encamped on the bank of Big Wateree Creek , on the plantatiun now known
as LaGrange , and owned by ur. John G, Mobley . Wll}iam Lewis and & few others
surprased them and captured the hurses . The thieves ha& divested themselves
of thear cluthing , save thear shirts , end had them hanging aropnd a fire ,
trying to dry them . They jumped intv the creex , in this plight , and betoox
fhomaolves to Lhe woods,

On another occasion he chased a Tory and captured his horse and two
éldeo of bacon which he had taken from a poor woman.

Creek, They aided wiilinn Lowis in some of the reids and skirmishes in which
he engaged,

Richard Gaither came from Maryland , and settled in Chester County
on Little Rocky Creek, but spent the greater portion of his 1life in Fnirf;old,
where he owned a large estate of land and slaves., Much of the land still
remains in the hands of his descendants . He died about sixty years ago (1826),
al an advanced age , and his remains rest in the family burying grounds.‘ We had
no cemeteries in those days. ;

Mr. Gaither was also & Revolutionary soldier., He was confined at one

time by the British in Ceamden , until he was nearly eaten up by vermin., His

daughter , Rachael , obtained permission to take him some oclothes . After
accomplisking her mission , she and e neighboring lady who accompanied her,

starded on their homeward , a distance of ferty miles through an unbroken

Tg;foreata But the had not gone more than half the distance when & party of .
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mounted Tories, who hed no regard to passes , commended the weary travelers to
helt., As soon as Miss Rachel asseertained it was her horse they wanted , she
bestrided the back of her fleet-footed animsl , ueing her whip to good advantage,
and after several miles of rceing. she made good her escape . Her more timid
friend gave up her horse and trudged her weay homeward on foot.

On enother occasion a squad of Tories came to her father's house and
ordered & meal prepared for them. They were informed that nothing could be kept
in the house for the British and Tories. Rachel's mother, after they had threatened
her, told her daughter where she could find some coarse meal , and to prepare some
bread and milk for them. When ready, she set it before them , the milk in an old
style pewter basin. After they had partaken of the bread and milk , Rachel told
them that if the basin were #eited end pourdd down -their throats , it woul& be

He moved his family from Florida to Texas in
1871, settling firét in La Vaca County, and eventually

moving 39 Limestone County, by way of Waller County.
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
