Ephraim Lyles (Liles) and two brothers, John and Williamson, migrated from Brunswick, VA. to 
Fairfield Co., S.C. and settled there around 1745. John was granted land in what is now 
Newberry Co.  
Ephraim was supposed to have been killed by Cherokee Indians shortly before 1755, leaving 
his wife and several children. This is debated, however, some say it was white men dressed as 
Indians, etc.  
His estate was probated 1768 at Charleston Co., SC; records at the Columbia SC State Library 

were processed in 1767 and 1768. Arromanus inherited all his father's property according to 
the laws of primogeniture.  
All of Ephraim Sr.'s sons ( except Arromanus), settled on the west side (now Newberry Co.) of 
Broad River. Those sons were: Colonel JAMES Lyles, WILLIAM (Big Bill) Lyles, EPHRAIM (Big

It is probable that she was the daughter of Ephraim Lyles, Jr. (Big Eph) who settled in what is 
now Newberry County, on the south side of Tyger River, and slightly west of Broad River. He 
was brother to Arramanus Lyles who inherited all The Original Ephraim's property after his 
death, either by Indians, or by others unknown. Ephraim's second wife was Elizabeth 
Anderson, and her two children were Harrison C. and Permelia. "Millie" is a nickname for 
Permelia. 

It is obvious, however, that she was the daughter of one of the earliest settlers of Fairfield Co. 
Millie (Mildred?) Lyles was my grgrgrandmother, and though we are not sure who her father 
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was; by the process of dating, and elimination, feel that he could have been Wiliam Lyles since 
she had a son named William, and her daughter Mary who married her cousin James Mitchell 
Dickerson, had a son named William Lyles Dickerson. 
Another possibility is William Lyles of Chester Co. who was over 45 in the 1820 Census, so he 

was born ca. 1700-1775. Millie's father was probably born between 1759-1784.  
However, on the DEATH CERTIFICATE for Marion Alexander Dickerson, Millie Lyles is shown as 
his mother, and born in Fairfield Co., SC. It was signed by J. Butler (James Butler) Dickerson, 
Shelton,SC, Rt. #1.  
I also thought that perhaps Millie might have been the Millie Stewart mentioned in the will of 
Joice Lyles (wife of Williamson Lyles - see Family Page on Williamson), but I believe this was 
too early. 

 
In the MINUTES OF COOL BRANCH BAPTIST CHURCH , is found the following: "Third Sabbath 
in May 1869 Bro. Picket preached the funeral service of Sister Milly (Lyles) Dickerson to a 
large and interesting congregation, no church business transacted." She is not listed in the 
cemetery records, and we can find no headstone for her, or Benjamin, or Hiram; so it is 

believed that Millie, Benjamin, and Hiram are buried near the old home place, in a family 

cemetery, of which there are many in Fairfield Co., SC. Their house was located on Road 99 
abt. 2-3 miles from where it branches left off Rt. 215, north of Cool Branch Church.  
My deepest gratitude to Judy Taylor who furnished me with a complete record of the Minutes 
of Cool Branch Baptist Church. These have been of immeasurable help. Both She, and Odell 
Boulware were veritable fonts of information on the Dickerson, Boulware, and allied families. 
Without their records and generosity, much of the information in my database would not have 
been possible.

Malinda J. Dickerson was well known to my mother, Maude Malinda Dickerson. 
Mama remembers going to Aunt Malinda's home when she was a girl. And it is from my 
mother that I have received most of the information I have on her. Mama has told me about 
"old Jim Legg" who married Aunt Malinda (Aunt Lin to her family). Mama described Aunt Lin's 
house as being a very large, two storey, with a road lined with Wateroak trees leading up to it.  

My mother remembers visiting Aunt Malinda when she was a very young girl. Mama said that 
there was a beautiful "blue room" which evidently impressed mama very much. Also the 
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kitchen was in a separate building out back, and Aunt Malinda's table was always set to feed 
anyone who came by to see her. 
Malinda and her second husband, J.F.V. Legg are both buried in the oldest section of Cool 
Branch Baptist Church Cemetery, in Fairfield Co., SC. Their headstones are side by side.  

Aunt Malinda's first husband was Andrew McConnell who was from Ireland. The following is a 
quote from HISTORY OF FAIRFIELD COUNTY, SC, by William Ederington :  
"....land lying on Beaver Creek and between McClures Creek and the river and north to the 
Chester Co. line. In this section lived the Nevetts, Jenkins, Sheltons, Newbles, Chapmans, and 
later Andrew McConnell, who bought the plantation (now owned by J.F.V. Legg) from Major 
William S. Lyles. McConnell was a poor boy but when he died was the possessor of thousands 
of acres of land and more than 100 slaves. JFV Legg married his widow and now lives in the 

old homestead."

As was the custom in those days, he became owner of her land upon their marriage. Later he 
donated the land on which the second Cool Branch Baptist Church stood, in the NW corner of 
Fairfield Co., SC. It is thought that the original church was located about a mile north, and to 
the west of the present day site, on Stevenson Rd. The second church was located about 200 
ft. behind the present cemetery.  

 

Maggie Dickerson, (dtr of Wm Frank Dickerson, "Uncle Frank") my mother's cousin, told me a 
story which I find to be quite amusing. It seems that Andrew McConnell's first wife died and 
left him with several children, and he was much older than Aunt Malinda. It is said that one 
day Aunt Malinda was out in the field "chopping" cotton when Mr. Andrew McConnell rode up. 
He was known to be very rich, and sat upon a fine horse. He started talking to Aunt Malinda (a 

thing which was not done in those days !) and after a time he rode off. The next day he 
showed up again, with a pair of very fine gloves for Aunt Malinda's father, however, Aunt 
Malinda's brothers sent him on his way. He persisted, needless to say, for he obtained his wife 
and caretaker for his children. He was at least 50, I believe, and she was about 19. But he 
died, left her the land; she then married JFV Legg; he died, and she lived to be a ripe old age.

He 
was released June 26, 1865. On his Oath of Allegiance to the U.S. Government he is described 
as: light complexion, brown hair, hazel eyes, 6' l 1/2". 
Both Mel (as Marion was known to his family) and wife Isabel Mobley (Armenia Isabella) are 
buried at Cool Branch Baptist Church in the N.W. corner of Fairfield Co., S.C., on Route 215-S. 

His headstone has no dates, only the CSA Star.  

My mother, Maude Malinda Dickerson Brannon tells me that Cool Branch is a Dickerson 
church, founded by that family. The one standing today is the third; the first was located a 
mile or so to the north, down Stevenson road to the left. It is there that Benjamin and Millie 
are possibly buried. We have not found the cemetery to date. The second church stood about 
200 ft. behind the present cemetery, and was demolished prior to the construction of the 

present Church. 
The land on which the first church stood was donated by James F.V. Legg who was the second 
husband of Malinda Dickerson McConnell, the Widow of Andrew McConnell who purchased the 
land and house from Col. William S. Lyles. After his marriage to her, J.F.V. Legg owned the 
land. Aunt Malinda outlived him, however, and mother (Maude Malinda Dickerson) remembers 
going up to her big old house, as a young girl, and in it was a "blue room". This evidently 
impressed mama very much. During a recent visit (1999) mama told us that the house was a 

large two-storey, with a drive leading up to it lined with wateroak trees. The kitchen was out 
back, separate from the house, and Aunt Malinda's table was always set to feed any one who 
came by.

Written by Victoria Melinda Brannon Totten Pickrell........ 

Robert Victor Brannon was the oldest of Doyle and Jessie Austin Brannon's children. 
He was a very serious and intense young man, and quite a gifted artist. He enlisted in the US 
Navy in World War I, and served in the Submarines. My grandmother's sister, Inez Austin 
Bemis told me that he was responsible for developing the first underwater sonar; other 
members of the family, however, say that he developed a type of gyroscope for the Navy, but 
that he was given no credit for his work. This, according to family legend, caused him to 
become very bitter, and he tried in every way he could to be released from the Navy.  

My brother, Forest Brannon, said that daddy also designed a manifold for race cars, but 
whether it was ever used, I do not know. 
He was also an expert marksman, and the following is an excerpt from a letter sent to my 
daughter Melinda Totten Crowder from the records of Camp Perry, Ohio: 

"Ms. Crowder, I am sorry that is has taken so long to gather information regarding your 
request. Here is what our volunteer historian was able to provide: 
"We find that Pvt. Robert V. Brannon was a firing member of the South Carolina National 

Guard Rifle Team in the 1922 National Matches held at Camp Perry, OH. In the National Rifle 
Team Match (now called the National Trophy Team Match, NTT), the South Carolina Naitonal 
Guard Team finished in 47th place; Pvt. Brannon's score of 278X300 was high on the team, 
and in fact, would hav been a credit to any team entered, including the victorious team of the 
United States Marine Corps. The breakdown of Pvt. Brannon's score was: 
Slow Fire (1 min/shot) 200 yd standing (10 shots) 49X50 

600 yd prone 41X50 
1000 yd prone 91X100 
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Rapid Fire 200 yd sitting (120shots/60 sec.) 49X50 
300 yd. prone (10 shots/70 sec.) 48X50  
Aggregate 278X300 

"In the Naitonal Individual Rifle Match (now the National Trophy Individual Match, NTI) Pvt. 
Brannon shot a 331X350 to finish 47th out of 780 entries. No breakdown of this score is 
available. 
"While these scores are not National Records, they are National Class scores and repressent a 
very high level of performance and are an outstanding achievement, of which you should be 
quite proud. 
"These scores were shot with the Service Rifle of the day, the U.S. Magazine Rifle, Cal. .30, 

Model 1903, the legendary Model 1903 Springfield Rifle, chambered for the .30-'06 cartirdge. 
"We are unable to confirm Mr. Brannon's entry in the National Matches for any other year in 
this general time period; that does not necessarily mean that he did not compete in those 
years as our records are somewhat incomplete. 
"We hope this is the information you were seeking; if we can be of further assistance, please 

let us know.

L-4 (SS43) was laid down 23 Mar 1914 by Fore River Shipbuilding Co., Quincy MA; launched 3 

Apr 1915; sponsored by Mrs. Stephen A. Gardner; and commissioned 4 May 1916, Lt. J.G. 
Lewis Hancock, Jr., in command.  
Following the declaration of war on the Central Powers, the US. Navy dispatched submarines 
to European waters to protect Allied shiping lanes. After a Philadelphia overhaul, L-4 departed 

Newport RI, 4 Dec 1917, and steamed for the Azores. She departed Ponta Delgada 19 January 
1918, arariving for patrol operations at Berehaven, Ireland, 27 Jan 1918. While on patrol 
during April, L-4 twice encountered enemy U-Boats in British waters and chased them from 

the paths of friendly convoys. 
Based at Berehaven for the rest of the war, US submarines were effective in reducing Allied 
shippping losses from German U-Boat attacks. Following the Armistice,(Nov. 1918) L-4 
departed Portland, England, 3 January 1919 for the United States arriving Philadelphia 1 Feb 
1919.  
It was on the trip home that an interesting situation arose. While being submerged a guage 

malfunctioned, causing the vessel to be at a deeper depth than the guage registered. The 
submarine was so deep that the ship's hull began to break apart, thus on the verge of 
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imploding.  
The the next two years the submarine operated along the east coast performing valuable 
experiments developing the tactics of undersea warfare. L-4 decommissioned at Philadelphia 
14 April 1922, and was sold to Pottstown Steel Co., Douglasville, PA, 31 July 1922 for 

scrapping.

During his service, the first line genius developed a "critical benefit" which is still in service 
today aboard our nation's submarine fleet. R. Victor Brannon improved and made significant 
modification to the gyroscopic compass known today as the gyrocompass. 
This is a compass which relies on the properties of a gyroscope for its action. It was invented 
independently (ca. 1908) by two men, Hermann Anschutz-Kaempfe in Germany andSperry 

here in the USA, after a principle first demonstrated by the French physicist J.B.L. Foucault in 
18 2 (number missing here). 
In a gyrocompass, a gyroscope is aligned on a north-south axis, and maintains this alighment 
as the ship or aircraft carrying it changes directions through gyroscopic inertia. The 
gyrocompass is unaffected by the metal components of a vehicle, and points to true, rather 

than magnetic north. A "master" compass can be used to operate several repeater compasses, 

and can provide information to an automatic pilot or helmsman. It was the development of the 
modifications and its component parts, critical to the master compass, thus allowing the 
master compass to provide its information to the operations, to the repeater compasses which 
Robert Victor Brannon perfected and did not receive credit for.  
The gyrocompass promised to overcome the problems of accurate navigation on submarines 
when submerged, and the first submarine to have this aboard was the L-4 (SS43), Vic's 
assigned vessel. 

The compass was carried on the outside of the hull where it was observed through a glass.

Army was subsequently renamed the Army of Mississippi. On July 23, 1862, the regiment
