THE SECOND MAYBURY GENERATION

Birth Order of the Maybury Children

The wills of Francis and Elizabeth Gilliaa Maybury clearly
establish the pames of their seven children. Howvever, Mabry
researchers have long struggled to determine the ages and birth
order of those seven children. Some have chosen to list them
in the order 1n which they appear in their father's will. How-
ever, 1t 1s unlikely that the will names them in the order of
their birth. Francis lists his four sons first and then his
three daughters. The will of Elizabeth Maybury on the other
hand names the childrem in a different order.

Others have attesmpted to “assign™ ages to the children of
Francis and Elizabeth Gilliam Maybury using questiomable cri-
teria such as the ages of their respective spouses, which in
itself is a satter of considerable speculation. The conclusions
have obviocusly been less thanm satisfactory.

Vhen Elizabeth Maybury wrote her will in Jume of 1713, she
appointed her brothers, John and Himshav Gilliam, to be trus-
tees for her soms, Charles and Hinshav. Ve can infer from this
that Charles and Hinshaw were not yet 21 years of age. Charles,
however, could not have been much less than 21, because it was
he who presented the will for probate in Surry Couaty Court
less than three years later on February 1%, 171%/15.

There are other clues which are helpful in makiag at least
2 partial determination of the ages of the seven Mabry (the
sost common spelling used in records of the second gemeraticnm)
children. One legal document which is wery helpful 1s a depo-
sition which Hinchia Madry sade on February 19, 1728/29 1a Sur-
ry County Court.®® It is important 1in this comtext bDecause it
provides us with Hinchia Mabry's age. But it is alsc inter-
esting froe the standpoint of its content., bhaviag to do with
the estate of his recently deceased brother, Francis Mabry, Jr.

The date of the deposition should be written for our purposes
as February 19, 1723/29. 1If Hinchia Maybury was "31 or there-
abouts”® in February 1729, we can infer that he was born between
February 1697 and February 16€533.

The second clue referred to earlier is the assumption that
Charles and Hinchia were not yet 21 years of age when their
zother wrote her will om June 6, 171). From this it would fol-
low that both were born after June &, 1632. This is also con-
sistent wvith our previous conclusion that Finchia Mabry wvas
born during 1637 or in any cise n¢ later than Jamuary 1698,
Since Charles had apparently reached the age of wmajority when
he filed his mother's wvill ir Court on February 15, 1715/16, we
can thus conclude that he was borp sometine betvesn June &,
1692 and February 15, 1635,

Thus the possible dates of birth of Charles and Kinchia are
narrowed down considerably. Assigning approximate dates of
birth to their siblings is somewhat wmore speculative. It does
seen likely that both Ann and Mary Maybury were born prior to
about 1€%) since both were mparried when Francis Maybury made
his will on March 22, 1711/12. With these things in mind the
language of Elizabeth Maybury's will and the order im which she
nakes her bequests makes a lot more sense. No less than three
tizes in the will she refers tc "my four children” (Charles,
Hinchia, George and Judith). This would be a mnatural way of
referring to her four youngest childrem or at least to the four
who were still living at home, the iaplication being that Pran-
cis, as well as Anne and Mary were already married.

If we assume this to be the case it becomes possible to
speculate 3 bit more precisely comcerning a date of Dirth for
George Maybury. We have already noted from his mother’s will
written in June, 1713, that he was probably unmarried and still
living at home. There is also a record, which is unfortunately
not docusented, which says that George Maybury received s pat~
ent of 120 acres in Surry County in 1713. EHopefully, this has
not been comfused with the “125 acres on the Horm branch of
Three Creeks” which George Maybury inherited from his father,
the administration of whose estate was likely completed also in
1713. RAssuming the “patemt of 120 acres™ to be correct, ve can
alsoc assume that George Maybury was 21 years of age inm 1713, If
all of these assumpticns are rue, then it is quite likely that
George Maybury was borm about 1832,
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¥We can with reasonable certainty say that Framcis Jr.. Ann
and Mary were born between 1636 i(their parents having been sar
ried late in 168%) and 1692; Charles wvas born between June 1692
and February 1695; Hinchia was born between February 1637 and
February 1698; and George and Judith were born between 1697 and
about 1699. There 13 2 strong possibility that George was born
about 169%2.

The following chart 13 a suamary of the abowe arguments,
assumptions, reasoning and speculation concerning the dates of
birth of the seven children of Francis and Elizabeth Gillia=z
Maybury. It is offered merely as an “"educated guess™ concern-
ing their possible birth order. There will undoubtedly be new
evidence or insights which will necessitate its revision.
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We have available a much larger number of records concern-
ing the second generation of Mabrys. A close examination of
some of these records, and hopefully the discovery of addition-
a2l records, may enable us to establish more definitive dates
and possibly an accurate order of birth for the first gemera-
ticn of Mabrys born on American soil.

Francis? Maybury

¥Yarious dates have been given for the birth of Francis May-
bury Jr. All that 1is known for certain 1is that he cculd not
have been born earlier than 1686 and that he was likely Lorn
before 1632. The latter date is based on the assumption that
he would have to have been twenty-one years of age when he re-
ceived a patent of land in 1713.

Likewise 1t 13 not possidble o know exactly whep he was
married. While the actual record of his marriage has not been
found, his wife 1s identified in 3 deed drawn on 10 August 1724
as Elipor Wyche, the daughter of Henry Wyche.®® The deed in-
volves the transfer of 2600 acres of land from George Hunt of
Charles City County to Charles Allen of Surry County. the deed
describes the land as:

"being what wasx due to said George by last will and
testament of Bis father Villiaz Bunt and 100 acres
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purchased by George Hunt from Fraacis Maybury asd Ris
wife, dau. of Fenry Wyche...”™

There wvas an earlier transfer of land from Francis and Elinor
Baybury to George Bunt oa 20 Aegust 1719. Is that instance the
parcel was described as land “Villias Fumt formerly bought froa
Heary Wyche" and the location given as “or the North side of
the Nottoway River.™ In his will written August 1, 1712, and
proved on NMarch 18, 1714/15, Eenry Wyche leaves the “"land and
plantation I live om™ to his daughter Elinor.%®

According to bis father's will, Francis Maybury Jr. vas to
receive the "land I bought of John Fresman and recorded in
Charles City County, and also land which I bought of Thomas
Busby.*%! This land may have been in that portioca of Charles
City County which later became Frince George County.

On 13 November 1713 Francis MNaybury received a patent of
12% acres of land in Isle of Wight Counmty.$?

On 1% August 1717 Francis Naybury vas servimg as adninis-
trator of the estate of George Fox according to Surry County
Court Records.®? The relationmship of Framcis Maybury to George
Fox is not known. GHowever, Fox may bave been his brother-in-
law. Francis Maybury's sister, Mary married a msan named Fox.

Francis Maybury was an appraiser for the estate of Henry
Spelgrove im Surry County on 24 February 1720/21.%¢ Om Cctober
19th of the same year he is mentiomed in proceedings having to
do wvith the estate of Johsm Hawthorne alsoc of Surry County.®®

Francis Maybury Jr. dictated bhis own will on 12 January
1728/29 from his deathbed. That he died almost iamediately is
shown by the fact that the will was presented for probate just
over a month later on 19 February 1728/29.%% Depositions were
pade on the saze day by Ahis brother Hinchia Maybury and by
Christopher Tatum, both of vhoa had wvitmessed the will. Froe
the deposition of Hinchia Maybury (quoted above) we learm that
Francis Maybury dictated the substance of his will to Christo-
pher Tatum, who then took it to Thomas Eldridge to be writtem
in proper forz. Vhen Tatum returned with the will ready to be
signed, Francis Maybury was no longer of sound aemory.

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The will 1s unsigned by either Francis Mabry Jr. or the two
wvitnesses, Hinchia Naybury and Christopher Tatum, for reasons
explained in the deposition of Hinchia Maybutry adove.

Eleanor, the widow of Framcis MNaybury, Jr. died in Surry
County about 1735, as her estate was inventoried that year.
There is no indication that Francis and Eleanor Maybury had any
children other tham Francis and ¥William.

Villiam Mabry was probably unmarried when he died im 1750
in Surry County. He left his estate to his friend, ERobert
Eckles, whom he also appointed to be his executor.®”

Francis Mabry II1 wmarried Mary Eppes about 1737. They vere
administrators of the estate of Daniel Eppes Jr. in Surry Coun-
ty on 30 March 1733.%* Francis and Mary Mabry hed six childresn.
vho were the only grandchildren of Francis Maybury Jr. Franscis
I1I died in Bute County (later ¥Warrem County), Morth Carclina
in 1773, leaving behind a bitter will in which he dencunced his
six children, leaving everything to a minor grandscn, Joha
Mabry.s®

One of the executors named by Francis Mabry was his cousin,
Capt. Joshua Mabry, a son of Einchis Mabry.
tested and his children finally received their share of the
estate after it was tied up in court for several years.
Mabry had become adsinistrator by 178C. Whatever caused the
bitter feelings of Francis III for Rhis childres apparently hap-
pened in a short period of time. He had given 3 94 acre trace
of land to his son, Francis, in 1772. And while the will does
not even mentich his wife Mary., she was 2081l living. and later
received one third dover fronm the estate which she deeded to
ber son, Jesse.’?

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context of the Maybury family. TFortunately, we do know some-
thing more about her later years because of the extensive re-
search done on the Peebles fanily by Anne Bradbury Peebles and
published in her bock, Peebles Ante 1500-1962.7' Ms. Feebles
states that “David Peebles is the only one of the name of re-
cord who could have been the husband of Aan Maybury.”™* The
David she refers to apparently lived im Surry County. but owned
no property there. He did, however, own land in Prince George
County.

On 9 April 170% am order wvas issued by WNathaniel Barrisce,
Justice of Surry County that a portion of David Peeples (sic)
be attached to satisfy a debt to Lewis Green, who complained
that David Peeplss had “privately left the County” without pay-
ing 5 pounds. 7 shillings owed to him.7* At Surry Court om May
2nd it waz reported that “a black sare, bedding and rug" had
been attached. John Green, and others were ordered to “value
the goods of David Peebles attached for Levis Green” and report
to the pext session of the Court. As no other refsrence to
this @satter appears, it pay be assused that David Peebles
returned, paid his debt and recovered his property. The Greens
and Mayburys were neighbors and vere often associated inm Surry
County records. Lewis Green may well have been the uncle of
Frances Parbam vho married Einchia Maybury.

The last time Ms. Peebles found any record of David Peebles
was in a record of accounts returned o a vestry meeting of
Bristol Parish on 10 November 1726. It is a payneat “to Nr.
Richard Jones for bur’ing David Peoples.™7¢

The date and place of Ann Maybury Pesbles' second marriage
are not koown. It is clear, however, that her husband was Abra-
ham Burton. This marriage probably took place before 1740 when
one of the sons of Ann and David Peebles, Jehu, was a witness
to a deed by which John Duke and his wvife, Rejoice, sold 200
acres on the Meherrin river to Abraham Burtom. Three years
later on 11 October 1743 Jehu Peedles bought 75 acres fros John
Walker and this time Abrabas Burtom was 3 witness. '™

Om 26 June 1750 the undated will of Abrahas Burton was re-
corded 1in Brunsvick County. The executors were Jehu Peebles
and James Maclin. The will was witnessed by Richard and Lucy
Lanier and Philip Adams. Abraham Burtom left his plamtation to
bis wife Ann "and her heirs™ and added:

Ny will is that pot ome grandchild nor relative of amy
kind live with her to be & trouble to ber person and a
charge to the estate, otherwise than by a visit of J
or 4 days or a week. TRat she give po gifts to hurt
the estate, and sell pothimg....T*

On 18 March 1756 Amnn Burton of Brunswick County and St.
Andrev's Parish gave to ber son, Joseph Peebles, “for love and
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affection™ the same 100 acres “om both sides Meherrisn Branch”
which her husband, Abraham Burton, purchased in 1740, Thas
deed was witpessed by Lesuel Lanier and David Peeples.”” There
are numerous other deeds in the records of Brunswick County
which attest the relationship of these families.

Mary? Maybury Fox

Mary Maybury. like her sister, Asn, 1s assused to have been
one of the older children of Francis and Elizabeth Gilliam May-
bury. The fact that she i1s referred to by Dher zarried nase,
Fox, in the will of bher (father which was drava on 22 Xarch
1711/12, 1is fairly good evidence that she was borm prier to
about 1632, along with Francis and Ann.

No marriage or other record has yet been fcund to indicate
the given name of her husband. Some have zspeculated that he
may have been the George Fox, whose estate was administered by
Francis Maybury Jr. in Surry County in 1719.7% While this may
well be the case, George Fox could also have been a brother or
other relative of her husband.

Another connection between the Maybury and Fox families is
found in the will of Mary Fox which was proved on 9 Hovesber
1795 in Meckleaburg County.’* While this could possibly be Mary
Maybury Fox, it seems unlikely as she would have been about 100
years old im 1795. Until further research 1is done and addi-
ticnal records found, we can say nothing further about Mary
Maybury.

Charles? Maybury

Charles Maybury was probably born about 1853 cor 1£34 if we
are correct 1in assuming that he had not attaiped the age of
majority wvhen Elizabeth Maybury wrote her will im June 1713,
We have yet to discover the family name of his wife and when
they vere sarried. Ve know her only as Rebecca., froa Charles’
will which was written on 16 March 1743/50. The will alsc pro-
vides wus with the pames of nine children: Charles, Francis,
Villiam, Ebill, Cornelius, Elizabeth, Redecca, Eaedia and Mary.
The latter is npased as Mary Battle, and {rom other records we
know that she was the vife of Thomas Battle. If Elizabezh,
Rebecca and Esmedia were married, their married mnames are not
given in the will.

According to the will of Francis® Maybury, Charles and his
brother Hiachia were to share “3 piece of land which I entered
tor on Fountain Creek™ to be equally divided detween them "1if
ye entry stands good.™ In the event that this applicarien for
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land was not successful, their father's will provided that
Charles and Hinchia should each receive encugh money from his
estate to buy 200 acres of land. Ve camnot be certain whether
or not Francis Maybury or his heirs actually received the land
entered for on Fountain Creek. It is possible that they did,
as Fountaim Creek is located in what is now Greemsville County,
Virginia (created in 1780 from Brumsvick and Sussex Counties).
Several of the descendants of Hinchia Mabry later lived in that
area of Greensville County which borders the state of Worth
Carclina.

Vhatever became of the land on Fountair Creek, we alsc know
that Charles Maybury owvned other land, most of vhich was lo-
cated in what is now know as Sussex and Scuthaspton Counties in
Virgicia. On 5 Septeaber 1723 Charles Maybury received a pat-
eat of 250 acres of land on the south side of the Hottoway Riv-
er in Surry Coumty, Virginia adjoining land owned by John Gil-
liam.®? On 24 March 1725/26 he received an additionsl 145 acres
of nev land which was described as being on the scuth side of
the MNottowvay River and on the north side of the Raccoon Swamp.
adjoining bis owvn land as well as land owned by John Guillum.®t
Charles Maybry received yet another grant of 340 acres on March
15, 1741/42. This land was also located in the area which would
later become Sussex County.

Charles Maybry (as he signed his name) wvrote his own will
on 16 March 1749 in Surry County, Virginia. He died within
five moaths because the will was presented for probate in Surry
Court on the 15th of August of the same year by two of his
childrén, Charles and Elizabeth Maybry.®2

The above text of Charles Maybry's will was copied (from 2
photocopy of the originmal entry into the Surry County ¥ill Book
by a clerk. It would seem the the clerk inadvertently repeatsd
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the line 1im which <Charles gave Ahis daughter, Rebecca, the
feather bed and furniture. Two lines later the pname of another
daughter is left blank.

when they became adults, the children or grandchildren of
Charles® Maybry. like many of their cousins, moved across the
border into the northern tier of counties 1in Morth Carolina.
From there many zoved westward into Tennessee, a few went into
Eentuocky, and the grandchildrem of Cornelius wvere among the
early settlers of Missouri.

Judith? NMaybury

Judithk Maybury was apparently unparried vhen her father
wrote his will on March 22, 1711/12. He refers to his other
tvo daughters by their married npames, but to Judith oaly as
"Judith Maybury™. VWhen Elizabeth Gilliam Maybury wrote her
will in 1713, she refers to Judith as one of "ay four childrean”
from which we might iaply that Judith was unzarried and most
likely still living at home with her pother.

If this is the case Judith vas probably ome of the youmgest
of the seven children of Francis and Elizabeth Maybury. She
was probadly born between 1692 and 1699. Because her parents
both disd sbout the time she becasze aan adult, there are no fur-
ther records of the fasily concerning her. Lilewise, there
were few marriage racords kept at that time. For these reasons
w¢ have no way of knowing whether she married, remained single,
or perbaps died as a young woman.

¥e can only hope that some alert researcher will yet turn
up a record vhich will tell us more about her. If she married,
ker name might well be given in a deed of property socld by her
husband. Similarly, a thorough 2earch of estate records for
the name Judith might lead us to wsore inforsmation about her.
Until that happens, however, we nust be contemt to say only
that she was one of the youmger children of Francis and Eliza-
beth Maybury and that she was apparently unsarried in 1713,

George® Maybury

¥one of the seven Maybury children has been mcre perplexing
to those researching the family than George. Iromically, the
problem has not resulted from a lack of either descendants or
of documentary evidence. GCeorge Mabry's nase sppears freguent-
1y in documents of Surry and later Brunmswick Countiss where he
apparently lived until 1747, vhen he moved across the border to
Edgecomabe County. North Carclina. Thercafter we have found au-
merous records relating to him and his family not only in Edge-
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combe, but also 1n Northampton, Granville, Halifax and Rowan
Counties.

At least two of his descendants moved bDack 1nte Virginia,
but farther to the west, wvhere many records are found beginning
about 1771. Numerous MNabrys, mostly descendants of George?
Mabry, are still to be found in Vestern Virginia today. Others
went on from there to Tennessee, and Kentucky and froe there aon
to the wvest and south.

Vhile a considerable amount of research has been done con-
cerning the descendants of Francis?, Charles? and Hinchia?,
comparatively little has been done on the family of their bro-
ther, George?. Two prodleas have plagued us 1in our atteémpts to
identify George Mabry's children and grandchildren. The first
is that of distinguishing Dbetveen the records of George® and
his somn, George’. For example, we Kknow from several records
that George® Mabry married Sarah Williamson, the daughter of
John Williamson. When the heirs of John Williamson sold 280
acres of land in Brunswick Coumty, Virginia toc George Mabry in
1742, one of the signers of the deed was “Sarah Nabry".®? Yet,
five years later in 1747 when George Mabry scold a different
piece of 1land, also in Brunswick County, his wife was Martha
Mabry.®"* Two conclusions are possidble. Either Sarah Mabry died
and George married a second time to a woman named Martha, or
¢lse the George Mabry who sold the land in 1747 was George Jr.
There are other less complicated records signed by both father
and son as "George Mabry Sr.” and "George Mabry Jr.”

The second problea has to do with the will of George MNabry
written in Rowan County, North Carolina in December 1770 and
offered for probate a fewv veeks later. Among the four sons and
six daughters nased in the will are nases vhich look like the
children associated vith George® Mabry decades earlier. And
again his wife's name is given as Martha., Ve can be reasonably
certain that this is the wvill of George® Mabry, although he
would have been more than seventy years of age.

If we proceed with caution, it is possible to reconstruc
somaething of George? Mabry's earlier 1life from the nuaserous
records available records. On the basis of circumstantial evi-
dence 1t has Dbeen assumed that George Mabry married Sarah
Villiamson, the daughter of John Willismson of Surry County.
Virginia. Johm Villiamson's will was probated in 1731 nasing
some, but apparently oot all of his children.®® Sarah Mabry is
not named. Six years later 280 acres of land Delonging to the
heirs of John Williamson was transferred to George Mabry. with
Sarah Mabry signing the deed 33 one of the heirs ¥+

A very careful examination of the land records has made 1t
possible to distinguish betwveen George Mabrv Sr. and his son.
George Jr. until about 1760, After that tise the records are
sore confusing. Father and sons lived very close together in
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Edgeconbe and or Halifax Counties in North Carolina until about
1759, In 17821 George Nabry Sr. bought 100 acres of land fros
Jokn Muscamp.®*? The same 100 acres, described as “vhere George
Mabry nov lives", was scld seven years later, in 1769.%% Nean-
while George Mabry Jr. served on juries some distance away in
Rovan County in 1767, 1768 and 1769.

It will be helpful to trace the movements and relationships
of George? Mabry and his family through the records of their
land transactions. I have not found a record indicating the
sale of the 125 acres on the Horm Branch of Three Creeks in
Surry County, Virginia, which George Mabry inherited fros his
father. Nor have T found any sale for the 120 acres supposedly
granted to George in 1713. It is possible that this land fell
inte Brunswick County, which was created in 1720 froe parts of
Prince Gecrge, Isle of Wight and Surry Counties. George Mabry
received two more land grants in Surry County. one on 5 Septen-
ber 172] for 115 acres®® and the other in 1725 for 145 acres.®?
He sold the 115 acres, described as being om the north side of
the Nottoway River and the west side of the Woodyard Swamp, to
Willianm Raney on 21 June 1727 for five shillings.®!

On 10 January 1735/16 George Mabry received a royal patent
for 23% acres of land cn the South side of the Nottoway River
and the Bast side of Flat Swamp in Surry County.*? This land is
probably located in modern Greensville or Brunswick County. I
have not found a record of his disposal of it. The patent is
typiral of the time.

The land was described
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Villiam Poole: “Joyner™. Ee and Elizadeth Poole were the par-
ents of Mary Poole who merried Ephraia® Mabry, son of their
aeighbors, Hinchia® and Frances Parbam Mabry. This 400 acres
was later scld by Ceorge Mabry and his second wife, Martha (nee
Bradley) to Villiam Gilliam oo 3 Hoveaber 1747 for 70 pounds.
The deed was wvitnessed by Hlinchia) Mabry Jr., G. Nabry
{presumably George HMabry Jr.}, and William Gilliam Jr.%¢

Apparently the estate of John Villiazson bad not Dbeen fi-
nally settled, for om 2 Decesber 1742 his heirs, including
Sarah Mabry, sold 280 acres of lamd to George Mabry for 30
pounds.®*? Others signing the deed were Eollum Sturdivanmt, John
Rottenbury, Henry Ledbetter (husband of Edith ¥illiamson), and
Rickard Fox (husband of Bamnah Williamsom). Sarab Williamson
Nabry appareatly died mot long after signing the deed on 2 De-
cember 1742 with bher siblings. Following her death Georged
Nabry married a second time to Martha Bradley, daughter of his
neighbor, Joseph Bradley.

As he prepared tc sove his fanily acress the border to
Edgecombe County, North Carclina, George Mabry sold his land in
Brumnsvick County om 3 November 1747 to William Gilliam. The
deed was signed by George Mabry and wife, Martha.®* The de-
scription of the land by "setes aed bounds™ is identical is
both deeds except that it was estizated to be 230 acres in the
1742 deed and 200 acres in the 1747 deed.

Thirteen days later on 16 November 1747, George Mabry pur-
chased 200 acres in Edgecoabe County from William and Mary
Linsey.*” It was described as being part of 400 acres which the
Linseys had bought from Moses Siveay (Ve will hear about the
other 200 acres shortly). The deed for the 200 acres vas wit-
nessed by George Mabry Jr., Isaac Mabry and Joseph Nabry. The
pape of George Mabry, probably Gecrge Sr., appears as 3 witpess
to & deed from Janes Bradley to Robert Eeynard in Edgecoade
County on 4 Februvary 1747/48. %%

Just over three macnths later on 16 May 1748, George Mabry
Sr. bought 250 acres "adjoining the river at the mouth of »
branch® frox Giles Carter for 3§ pounds. This time the witmes-
ses were George MNabry, Isaac Mabry amd Jno. Doyle.** The
following day George NMabry Jr. Dbought 200 acres "adjciming
Spring Branch™ from Samuel Huckabee. This land is described as
having originally been part of a patent to Moses Swaney om 1%
May 1742.'%% The witnesses to the deed were T. Samith and Dry.
Harrington. This is clearly the other half of the land wvhich
George Mabry Sr. purchased a fev sonths earlier. Thus we know
that father and son lived or at least owned land next tc each
other in Edgecombe County.

The next deeds worth mentioming in Edgecombe County have to
do with neighbors of the Mabrys. The first om 20 November 1752
is a deed {rom Joseph Bradley to Japes Bradley for 400 acres on
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the south side of the Roanoke River, adjycisning Fobert feynolds
and the Little Northumberland River.'®' The selling price of
five shillings may iadicate that Joseph and Jazes Bradley were
father and son. The witnesses were Robert Reynard and Benjasin
Bradlecy. The second was a deed drawvs on 25 October 1753 by
which Richard Ssith sold 291 acres “on the south side of Geo
Mabry Sr.” and adjoining John Muscaap and Pork Creek to James
Story for 50 pounds. The wvitnesses were Fobert Reynard, Giles
Carter, and J. Doyle.'®? The likelibhood that the Mabrys inter-~
parried with zome of these families will be discussed later.

The next of George Mabry Sr.'s land transactions in Edge-
combe County toock place on 22 September 1757 when he sold to
his son Isaac Mabry, for 30 pounds, the 230 acres he had pur-
chased from Giles Carter in 1748. The land 15 again described
as adjoining the river at the mouth of a branch, part of an
original patent to Thomas Barrington. The deed included all
houses except the wmill and five acres. It was witnessed by
Jases and Susannah Mabry and Francis Williams 1°7

In 1754 Edgecombe Cocunty was divided to create Halifax
County. Most if mot all of the land owned by the Mabrys fell
into Halifax County where a few more records may be found be-
tveen 1759 and 1769. Ome such record is a deed concerning the
200 acres which George Mabry Jr. bought in Kay 1748 froa Samuel
Buckabee. This was half of 400 acres originally granted to
Moses Svamey, the other half of vhich George Mabry Sr. bought
from Villiam and Mary Linsey in 1747. On 19 February 17%9
George MNabry Jr. sold his 200 acres to his father for 100
pounds, thus giving the entire 400 acres to Gecrge Makry Sr.

Adding to his land, George Mabry Sr. received a grant from
the Earl of Granville for 609 acres just under a year later on
2 January 1760. This land was described as adiciming other
lands of Mabdry, Reynolds, Dwall, Harvey and Pretty Creek.!®t
The “chain carriers™. wusually friends of the grantee, were
Jases Story and Robert Repard. This gave George Mabry Sr. two
parcels of land, apparently adjoining, totaling 1009 acres.
Eight days later. oz 10 Jasuary 1760 he scld both parcels to
John Ellis., For the 400 acre tract he received 150 pounds.t®?®
The €09 acres granted to him a week earlier brought his just
100 pounds.'?¢ Both deeds were witnessed Dy Johs Mabry, John
Doyle and James Jackson.

An incosplete record in sy files refers to a 1762 grant to
George Mabry by Lord Granville of 700 acres.'®™ 1 have not lo-
cated the details of this gramt or the locatiosm of the land,
nor have I found any record of the sale of 700 acres by aayone
connected with George Mabry. It is clear that by this tise
George Mabry Sr. owned land in Dboth Granwille and Ealifax
Counties and that the parcels, which appear fros the legal de-
scriptions to have been contigucus, were probably located eon
the line dividing the two counties.
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George Madrey (sic) 12 found on the list of tithables for
Granville County for 1782. Listed with him are “Negroes Cuffy,
Chansworth and Pedillak.™**® These slaves are pamed with others
in the 1last w»ill and testament of George Madry eight years
later 1a Rowan Cousty.

The fimal lamd records relating to any George Mabry comcern
the purchase of 100 acres in 1762 and the sale of the sase land
in 1763. Om 5 October 1762 John Muschasp of Ealifax County
s0ld to George Mabury of Cramville Coumty 100 acres im Halifax
County along Nuschamp's spring braanch, part of 200 acres grant-
¢d to Jobn Buschamp, dec'd. om 20 April 1745. George Mabury
paid 30 pounds Virginia momney for the Jland and the deed vas
witnessed by Isaac Mabury, John Mabury and a meighbor, Benjamin
Carter.'** George Mabry of Halifax C(ounty sold the saze lamd
“om both sides of Parke Creek and aloang the patemt line™ om 18
Deceader 1769 to Willias Carter [for 30 Pounds Virginia mooey.
It vas described in the deed a2 being the land “where said
Mabry now lives™. The deed was witnessed by Natthew Garrigan
and James Allen.!''* The descriptiom of this land recalls thke 29
acres sold im 1753 by Richard Ssith to James Story which was
“on the south side of Geo. MNabry Sr.” adjcining land of John
Muschanp and Fork (sic) Creek.

This 1769 deed is problematic, oot for the informatiom it
contains, but rather for the information it does not coataia.
For the first tiae we do not know from the record itself which
George Mabry, tather or son, was invelved in this purchase and
sale of land. The name of George Mabry's wife is not given in
the deed. The deed is signed vith “his mark™ which may or say
net have been the “G™ used by GCeorge Mabry 8r. to sign docu-
seats. It is recorded by the clerk in this case omly as ao
"R™. Meanvhile, at about the same time that this George Nabry
remained lived “onm the Ealifax County land, other records com-
cerning George, lsaac, Francis and Joseph Madry begim to appear
in Rowan County, some distance avay to the west,

On 22 April 1760 Isaac Mabry was involved im 2 Rowarm County
Court acticm ws. Francis Medcalf.'1! The firs! record we have
discovered for a George Mabry in Rowan Cousty has to do with
bis serving on 2 Jury om 15 October 1767.%32 In 1768 Francis
Marbury was on the Rovan County tax list.!?!3 George, Isaac,
Eugh and Francis Mabry all served as jurors im the Rowan County
Court of Pleas and Quarter Sessions om several occasions froa
1767-1771. 1« Qg 10 May 1769 George and Joseph Nabry appeared
before the Eowan County Court to register their cattle
brands.''*® On 15 August 1770 George Mabry was appointed by the
Rovan Coanty Court “to oversee the road from Johm Kiabroughs to
John Elliots at the Cross Roads =11s

This brings us to the will of Ceorge Mabry Sr. vhich was
vritten on 15 Deceaber 1770 in Bowan County and presented for
probate in Rowan County Court om 13 Febreary 1771.1!7 For years

it has perplexed family researchers some of whkoa Pelieved 3t to
be the will of George® Mabry. while others argued that 1t had
to be that of Ceorge® Mabry. The matter was all the more con
fusing because there are tvo slightly differing versions of the
will contained 1im Rowan County records. Both are presented
here for the sake of comparison.

Several years 250 I exchanged a series of letters with Nr.
Robert J. Mabry, who had worked on the George Mabry documents.
In one of my letters I mentioned that the Rowan County will
named a son George. About a week later I received a reply to
the effect that a son George was mot mentioned anywhers in the
will. I rechecked py records which included a photocopy of an
original document and found the som George clearly included. I
sent a copy to my friend and received by return mail from him a
photocopy of the other origimal document and sure enough. there
was no pention of a son, George! This seesing contradictjon s
the result of a3 clerical error by the person vho copied the
will inte the Rovan County records, accidentally leaving out a
line which iocluded one of the heirs! There are other mimor
differences in spelling., etc. in the two versions of George
Mabry's will. The following is the second docunent in which
the name of George Mabry Jr. was accidentally omitted.

Given all the confusion and gquestions, 1t i3 easy to see
why some believed that the will was that of George Mabry Jr. I
believe, however, that the overvhelming weight of evidence i3
to the contrary. The sons named in the will--John, George,
Isaac, and James--are the same sons who were with George Mabry
Sr. in Edgecombe and Ealifax Counties, except for Joseph. who
is not mentioned in the will. The Rowan County will 1s signed
with the same "G" mark used by George Mabry Sr. to sign numer-
ous documents in Brunswick County, Virginia and Edgecombe and
Halifax Counties im North Carolina. The George Mabry who wrote
the will alsc names his wife as Martha. Again, George Mabry
Sr. of Edgecombe and Halifax Counties was apparently married
second to 8 Martha. probdadly Martha Bradley, daughter of Joseph
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Bradley, a neighbor of George Nabry Sr. Jossph Bradley died in
1774, naming a daughter Martha Mabry in his will.!'? It was mot
unconaon in those days for a widower to marry a younger woman
and Martha was probably younger tham George Mabry Sr. Siace
they were amarried by 1747 (perhaps a short time esarlier) she
could have been born as late as about 1728, but was likely born
several years earlier.

Some prefer to believe that the 1770 Rowar County will is
that of George Mabry Jr. BHEowever, for that to be the case we
would have to assume that George Mabry Sr. died, perbaps in
Halifax County, without lsaving either a will or an estats re-
cord. We would alsco bhave to assume that both Cecrge S5r. and
George Jr. had wives named Martha. Finally, we would have to
assune that George Jr. had the same pusbher of sons as brothers
all of vhom had the sase names as his brothers! All of this is
post unlikely.

A wouch nore credible scenaric would be to assume that
George Mabry Jr., after selling his Ealifax County land to his
father 1n 1759, moved to Rowan County with his brother, Isasc.
His father, George Mabry Sr., remained in Halifax County unmtil
1769 vhen he sold his plantation om Parke {or Pork} Creek and
vent to Rowan County to be with his children. There the elder
George Mabry wrote his will late in 1770 and died a fev weeks
later im 1771 with several of his children around him. Thi:z
hypothesis is supported by the “George Mabry" records which
appear in Rowan County between 1760 and 1763, which have to
belomg to George Jr. It is bardly likely that bhis father at
about seveaty years of age wvould be serving on juries, oversee-
ing a road, ete. These are the activities of a younger man.

At the time of Georgs® Mabry's death im 1770 Rowan County
covered much of vhat is now western North Carolina. Indeed,
nocre than twenty mnodern counties were created directly or
ipdirectly fromx old Rowan County. ¥ith luck it is often
possible to pinpoint the location of a fawily's residence using
the description given im the deeds when they bought and sold
their land. Unfortunately., no deeds have been found in Rowan
County fcor any of the Mabrys. However, wve do have a tax list of
Villiae Millikan's district whick included that part of Rowan
County which later Dbecame southern Guilford amd northern Ran-
dolphk Countiss. Although the tax list is not dated. it is De-
lieved by experts tc be from the year 1768. Three of the sons
of Gaorge Mabry Sr. appear on this list: Isaac, James and
George Jr. Also listed as taxadle {over sixteen years of age)
with George Mabry Jr. are his sons, Joseph, Benjamin and Reina
and “"negroes, Morris, Carry, Judah and Mary.” For several rea-
sons we can be certaia that this was the household of George
Mabry Jr. rather than his father. First, the elder George
Mabry appareatly did not sell his land {n Balifax Coumty and
move to Rowan County until the folloving year. Secomd, the
names of the slaves on this Rowan County tax list are different
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than those of George Mabry Sr. named both 1z his 1770 will an
in the 1762 list of tithables in Granville County. Third, t
nanes of the sons of the two George Mabrys are different.

It 1s interesting to note that the list of taxables of
Millikan's District of Rowan County also comtaims the names of
virtually every person we have found associated with Gecrge®
Mabry or his sons in other Rowan County records including: John
Bell, Bradley and Thomas Kimbrough, John Bryan, Edward
VWilliams, Jobn Elliot., Williaz and Edward Thornbury., Francis
Metcalfe, John Field, Alexander Smith and Joseph Robins 119

Ve have already noted a few records 1in Rowan County for
Isaac?, George’ and Joseph?. While Isaac and George are alsost
certainly the sons of George Mabry Sr., ve cannot be certain
about Joseph. Vhen George Mabry Sr. bought land in Edgecosmbe
County on 18 Noveader 1747, the witnesses were George Madry
Jr., Isaac HMabry and Joseph Mabry. If Joseph was a son of
Georges, it may well be that he died st a relatively early age,
because no other records are found until a3 Joseph Mabry entered
his cattle brand 1n Rowan County ia 17635, The latter 1is qQuite
likely the son of George® Mabry.

Vhat happened to Johs and James, the other sons named in
the will of George Mabry Sr.? Joha may have remained in or
near Halifax County where there are several records for “John
Mabry™., particularly si1litary records. It is believed that he
married Mary Barrington. James Mabry seems to have remained in
Halifax County near his father, at least until 9 August 1784
vhen he sold his 200 acres “on the south side of the Roancke
River, adjoining Reynolds, and James Bradley™ tc Thomas Wilsen
of Northampton County for 50 pounds Virginia money.!'?® James
Mabry had purchased the land from Benjamin Bradley on 12 Novem-
ber 1762.'3* He is pext found on a list of list of taxables in
Rowan County in 1768 where he likely remained at least until
serving as the executor of his father's estate in 1771.

More research is needed concerning the Francis Mabry whe
was in Rovan County. It 1s possible that he was another son of
George Mabry Sr.. though he is not nased in George Mabry's will
in 1770. It seeas more likely, Dhowever, that Francis vas a
grandson of George Mabry, perhaps a son of George Jr. Francis
was still in Rowan County the year following the death of
George Mabry Sr., according to a3 Dbill of sale for “sundry
things™ which Drury Guding sold to Francis Mabry onm 31 July
1772.'33 The last record of Francis MNabry in Rowan County 1is
another bill of sale in 1776. He next appears on the tax list
of Pittsylvania County, Virginia the following year, where he
apparently moved along with George and Joseph Mabry.t3?

Other records help us to trace Joseph Mabry. He was in
a 280

Pittsylvanias County, Virgiaia by 1773 where he purchased 200
acres described as being "on both sides of the South Fork of
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the Sandy River"™ on September 23rd.'%* His nams 15 also on the
liet of tithables for Pittsylvania County in 1773. His land
could have beenm in that portiom of Pittsylvania County which
becaxe Henry County in 1776-77. In 1777 he was on the list of
tithables for Henry County. On 30 September 1777 the name of
Joseph Mayberry appears on & list of persons who refused alle-
giance to Kimg George III. The name of Joshua Mabry, perbaps,
another son of George® Mabry, appears on a similar list refus-
ing allegiance to George III a month esarlier on 30 August 1777.
A few months later on Janvary 1, 1778 Joshua sigred znother
oath, this time an oath of allegiance to the State of Virgimia.
Less than three weeks later on January 19th, Joseph Mabry sold
250 acres described as being “on the Crabtree fork of Snow
Creek™. His wife is naned in the deed as "Mary™, but sbe sign-
ed her name “Susanna™., 2%

Joseph lived very mnear the border betwezen Virginia and
North Carolina and may have had land in both states. He died
in 1778, without leaving a will, and his estate was administer-
ed 1n Casvell County, North Carolina. On 8 Septeaber 1778 his
vife, Mary, was appointed Administrix. Surety was provided by
Jno Cook and William Wubbard. Court records indicate that buy-
ers f{rom the estate incluled George and Mary Madry and later
Villian Stubblefield and Samuel Bethel.!'?* It is also stated in
the sape court minutes that Mary, the widow of Joseph Mabry,
had married William Stubblefield by 12 March 1779. while we do
not have a cosplete list of the adult children of Joseph and
Mary Mabry, the Casvwell County court minutes shov the naves of
two minor children, Elizabeth and Joseph Mabry. for whorm John
Villiamson and Jere P?pston are respectively appointed to be
guardians.i?®?

An interesting document found im Wilkes County, Georgia
provides us with the maiden name of Joseph Mabry's wife zs well
as the name of another of his children. In April 1797 Robert
Bucker and his wife, Elizabeth (nee Mabryl, filed suit against
Jos. and Benj)., Cook and William Stubblefield, contending that
Elizabeth's grandfather, John Cook, who died in 1780, left
slaves to Elizabeth and her sister, Polly, “who has since
died".12%* Tt would thus appear that Joseph Mabry's wife was
Nary Cook, daughter of John Cock, and that Joseph and Mary had
another daughter, Polly, vho was of legal age at the time of
Joseph's death.

The fourth son of George Mabry Sr. was Isaac. who was liv-
ing in Rowan County when his father died im 1771. He was like-
ly the same Isaac Mabry who witnessed a deed from Peter and
Mary Meiar (Meyer) to Lanier and Williams for 1land in Surry
County, North Carclina om 27 August 1773.)2% Surry and Rowan
Counties were adjacent at that time. JTsaac apparently remained
there for several years because he is listed with 500 acres on
the 1778 Rowan County tax roll.'?® This land appears to have
been located in the Abbott's Creek area in what is mowv Davidson
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County. A short time Jater he 1s found on the tax rolls of
Benry County, Virginia beginning at least by 1782 and continu
ing at least through 1787.

We are fortunate to have a letter writtenm on October 21,
1913 by Elder K. M. Mabry of Willis, Virginia in which he pro-
vides sone genealogical information which he got from his own
father and uncle "about fifty or sixty years ago.” In the let-
ter Mr. Mabry says:

“My great grandfather was of Irish descent and lived
in North Carolina. Be bhad several sons, one wis nased
John and one was pamed Charles. I know not the names
of the otkers. My great grandfather was naped Isaac.
Isaac Mabry moved to Virgioia, and wbile 1inm Virginia
kisx son Charles married Elizadeth Hylton and sett]ed
ip Virginia. Charles Mabry raised five boys, Joshua,
John, Isaac, Sasuel! and Joseph by nasme. It 1s
probably (sic) that Lewis Nabry was a brother of
Chariles Mabry.”

Thus we knov that Isaac® Mabry, vho moved from Rowan County,
North Carclina to Henry County, Virginia sometime between 1778
and 1782, had sons, Charles, John and probably others including
Levwis. The marriage of his son Charles to Elizabeth Hylton is
confirmed by Virginia records and the descendants of Charles
continue to this day in Carrcll and surrcunding counties.

Of the four known sons of George? Mabry, only George Jr.
remains to be located followimg the death of his father in
1771. Fortunately ve have some extreepely interesting documents
concerning him vhich indicate a least some degree of estrange-
ment between George Mabry Jr. anmd his family and friends in
Rowan County at precisely the time of his father's death.
Vhile the records are sketchy. we gain the impression that at-
teapts by his friends to arrange a reconciliation were not very
successful, resulting in George Mabry's flight across the bor-
der 1into Virginia vhere there are many records of him and his
descendants.

The story begins with what to us is a rather cryptic nevs-
paper message published on € Deceaber 1770, just a few days
before George Mabry Sr. wrote is will.'?! Vhile there is no
apparent connection between the two events, we Can easily spec-
ulate that whatever the controversy was about, it smust have
caused 2 considerable amount of esbarrasssent to the fanmily and
perhaps hastened the death of the elder George Mabry vho wvas
well into his seventies.

"This 1s to give potice to all persons that pay have
any claias against George Mabry to come to John Xiz-
broughs 1st Friday in Jan and you will oblige your
friend, Joba Bryan.”
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In order tc understand this and the other docunents which
follow, ome must know something about the history of North Car-
olina and particularly of the "back country™ as Rowarn and other
neighboring counties were known at the time. The coloay was
governed by an aristocracy on the seacoast, which through powsr
of appointment wmaintained tight comtrol over judges. county
sheriffs (who collected the taxes) and all other officials of
the large western counties. Taxes and fees were wery high, and
it was cosmon for the sheriff and other county officials to
keep secret accounts, pocketing part of the taxes and fees they
collected. If taxes were high, services were 3lmost non exist-
ent. The crime rate wvas high and those who had influence with
county officials were practically immune to prosecution.

Thus it was in 1768 that a group of Orange County farmers
forned am association called "the Eegulators™ pledging to pay
only legal taxes and fees and to engage in vigilante style ac-
tion by sajority rule. Local officials sought to suppress the
uprising by 3jailing some of the leaders of the movement. but
the Regulators stormed the jails, releasing their friends and
threatening their enemies with viclence.

John Bryan, who signed the nevspaper piece guoted above,
was 3 friend of George Mabry Jr.. the object of his efforts.
Others closely associated with the Mabrys were also menbers of
the Regulators., including perhaps, George Mabry himself. With
this background, we move on to exanine the other documents to
see the little drama unfold. The next is a persomal appeal from
Jobn Bryan to his friemd, George Mabry.:?®?

Nr. George Mabry sir I understand that you Rave wroag-
ed Robert Jackson greatly, for im that fray you bad at
the race you was the first that struck as I uanderstand
and the mare that you go! frow Jacksom he 1is obliged
to work for by day work, instead of working for bis
family and the mare you let Rhix have im favour of pre-
tendingly is not worth tem shillings, and I did aot
ehink » man of your ability would go to use any such &
poor pan so villidly (villainously) as as you did b1z
and now my desire i1s to you, for you to take Jackson
his mare bome again or six pounds. Take back your ten
shillirg mare again and deliver him up his pote aad I
desire that all this say be cospleated by this day
three weeks or you say expect what will follow. This
is from your friend.

Japoary ??th. 1771 JOEN EBRYAN

The next record is somewhat more public.t?®?
The judgment of the comaittee is, that George Madry is

to pay Robert Jackson the sum of six pounds ten shill-
ings proc. which money the said Jacksom paid Mabry for
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abuse. And likewise to pay James Carran four shkillings
proc. the mopey which Garraas paid Mabry for f{eeding
bis mare. And likewise, tke judgemsent of the committee
15, that George NMabry shall i1n twenty days from the
above date, that he the zaid Mabry shall brinyg i1n four
sufficient [(reebolders and give in to Joba Bryan as
security for bBbis good bebavior and :f the said Mabry
shall fail or peglect so to do, then the said Mabry
shall leave the province 1in twenty-four days after
that without fail. ¥n. Field, Jobp Field Joseph
Robins, John Bell. Alexasder 3Saith, Villias Tbhorns-
bury, Edward Thorasbury. A true copy of the Judgement
of the Regulators certified by me Jokn Bryan, Capt. of
the regulators.

The genuvioness of this copy of the judgment of the
comsittee bas Deen proved Dby the oath of Jodz Kis-
Brough, who seen the above paped sign it. and who say
John Bryan certify it as above; and by the oath of
George Malry, who 1o bis ocath farther declares, he vas
obiiged to pay the nmoney as by them avarded; they
threatened to whip bhis and burn bis bouse in case of
refusal.

Janvary 28th, 1771

The death of George Mabry Sr. seeas to have occurred in the
midst of the controversy concerming his son. The final docu-
ment, more conciliatory im its tone, is an appeal to John Bryan
by two leaders of the Regulators asking that the younger George
Mabry be allowed to return home to bury his father.13¢

Loving Friend,

Mr. Mabry bas been bhere on bis journey to leave the
province. Ke tells se bhis father lies dead and be
wvould willingly go bome and bury biwm, besides the man-
ner that he is leaving the province is nol! answering
the purpose you intended. I would pot bave you think
that we want te abolish any thing you bhave done but T
think, at this critical time, it 1s better for him to
return to bis family and bury bis father and let the
patter ly over for a furtber bearing because the pan-
ser bhe accepts of the punishment is answvering no pur-
pose, 1t only exasperates both parties. Fe says that
Judgesent past against him at the first meeting. so
that Dbe bad not the Iliberty of getting bis evidence.
¥e cannot tell bow i1t is, Dut pray dont coscern with
bim for stopping his joursey. Consider a partser is a
nigh friend to part witd. There was a cospany of peo-
ple bere as bke went along and stopt biz or else be
would Bave pursued bis joursey. 5o we hope you will
not hurt Bim as we were the cause. Ve have agreed to
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set on for Newbern on Nondsy the 11th of next moath
and bhas great dependence on your parts. Let net pri-
vate aniposities disturd you at this time vhea the
public calls us to action. Frite to your frieands on
this occasion-— We remain your friends,

Unfortunately we have not found any additional information
concerning this controversy. Indeed, it would be interesting
to know if and how the matter vas finally resolved. One gets
the impression that George Mabry Jr. vas a stubborn man. If
this was the case, his stubbornness may have driven him across
the border imto Virginia permanently. The meaning of the re-
terence to Nevbern 1in the foregoing letter is unclear. It
would seem to refer to the destination, not of George ¥abry,
but rather of the gentlemen vho wrote the letter. There is a
city on the coast of North Carclina called New Bern. However,
the spelling in the letter, Nevbern, may indicate a town then
across the border in Botetourt County, Virginia (in modern Pul-
aski County!. TIronically, another George Mayberry, unrelated
to the Virginia Mabrys, vas married in Botetourt Counmty on §
January 1782 to Christeen Kimberline.'?® This George, son of
Frederick Mayberry of New Jersey, was a Scldier of the Revolu-
tion who died in Alabama in 1843,

By 1775 George Mabry Jr. gseens to have established himselt
in Pittsylvania County, Virginia vhere he 1s found on the tax
list of that year.!?® The following year Henry County was
created out of Pittsylvania and Ceorge Mabry's land fell into
the nevly created county where his name appears on several tax
lists between 1778 and 1784. The name of Francis Mabry, pro-
bably a son or brother of George Jr., also appsars on the 1777
tax list of Pittsylvania County. Isaac Mabry is found on the
Henry County tax lists from 1782 to 1784 as well. Fatrick
County was made from Hemry County in 17%0/1 and the name of
George® Mabry is found in various records of Henry and Fatrick
counties until at least 1794 when he and his son, George* sold
their land on Rock Castle Creek.!37

Keeping all of the above in mind i1t is possible to prepare
at least a very rough cutline of the novements of some of the
descendants of Ceorge? Mabry. It vill repain for others te
continue the research and discover more about his grandchildren
and great grandchildren. It seess likely that some of then
went on from Virginia into Tennessee.
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The last, although not necessarily the youngest, of the
children of Francis and Elizabeth Gilliam Maybury was Hinchia.
The spelling of his name varies sosevhat in documents relating
to his (Hinchia, Hinshiah, Eanchey, Binchey, Eenche,K etc.) The
post coamon spelling in his own geperation was Hinchia. It  is
the same spelling used for a nusber of his descendants, several
of vhom include the middle name Parhas. Binchia i3 without a
doubt a corruption of the family name of his maternal grand-
mother, Margery Henshaw.

Because of the deposition of Hinchia Maybury, given in con-
nection with the estate of his brother Francis, we are able to
state with a reascnable degree of certainty that Hinchia was
born between February 1697 and February 169%8.17% He and his
brother, Charles, were both underage when their father’s will
vas cffered for probate in Surry County im 1712, 1leaving each
of thea one half of a patent of land which Francis Maybury had
“entered for” on Fountain Creek.

Likevise, the exact date of Hinchia Maybury's marriage to
Frances Parham is not kmown, although it probably took place
about 1715 or 1720. It may well have been early in 1719 as
Hinchia Mabry bought a tract of land containing 100 acres froa
Charles Gilliam and his wife, Frances, on 1% Xay 171%. The land
was described as being on the Korth side of the Nottoway
River.'?" We dc know that Hinchia Maybury's first wife was
Frances Parhaa, the daughter of Ephrais Farhas and frances
Green. This is proven by the will of Ephraim Parhasm, drawn on
7 Akpril 1726 in Surry County, which names his wife Frances (nee
Green), his daughter, Frances, wife of FEanchey Xabry, and his
granddaughter, Elizabeth Mabry.'*® Those witnessing this will
vere Peter Green, Johm Whittington and Richard Raines. The
will was probated in Surry Court on 15 Jume 1726. Fortunately,
ve do have more informationm on the ancestors of Frances Farhazm.
This will be presented in chart form later in this section.

On 19 May 1719 Hinchey Mayberry of Surry County bought 100
acres of land from Charles and Frances Gilliaz of Prince Gecrge
County. This land was granted to Charles Gilliam on 23 Mar
1715/716.2 4%

On 5 Kovember 1724 Hinshiah Maybury received a grant of 48%
acres of nev land on the South side of the Nottoway River in
Surry County.'*? The later sale of this land by Einchia Mabry
has not been documented. With very fevw exceptions it would
appear that Hinchia conveyed his various tracts of lard to his
sons.

The next record of a land purchase 1in the nazme of Einchia
Madry was on 14 November 1737 when he bought 242 acres of land
from John and Mary Brown of Brunswick County for 4% pounds
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The land was described as part of 342 acres originally granted
to James Mathevs on 18 February 1722 and then conveyed tc John
Browvn on 28 October 1735. This 242 acres adjoined other land
of "Hinchey Mabry, FHKenry brova and John Pettway.™ The desd,
vhich was proved on 2 March 1737/18, was witnessed by Joha
Pettway, Samuel Russell, John Pollard and George (G] Mabry.:e?
Hinchia Mabry was alsc a witness, along with his brothsr George
and John Pettway, to the sale by Henry Srovne to Samuel Russell
of 200 acres in Brunswick County in 1737.144

Hinchea Mabry received a land patent on 23 June 1739.
Vhile the amount of land involved iz unknown, it was in Bruns-
vick County.'*® Hinchia Mabry bought an additional parcel of
land on 2 Decemder 1742 from Thomas Voodward.:+®

Beginning in 1746 and continuing for several years, Hinchia
Habry gave tracts of land to most or all of his sons, perhaps
as they came of age. Eis son Joshua received 227 acres in
1746. '47; Daniel received an unspecified amcunt of land alse
in 1746.'*% Hinchia Mabry Jr. received 200 acres on the South
Side of the Nottovay River oa 3 July 1746.:4?® PFinally, his son
Ephraim received 100 acres on 1 Septenber 1747 (recorded 7 Jan-
uary 1747/48) .19¢

It is probable that these gifts to his sons took place
about the time of the death of Hinchia's first vife, Frances
{nee Parham}'*! and may have been his way of guaranteeing their
inheritance pricr to his second marriage to Ann Jacksoen, widow
of Ambrosze Jackson, Sr.. which occurred on 22 June 1747.

Hinchia Mabry sold 100 acres on the NWorth side of the Nott-
oway River to Villiam Hewitt on 20 Januvary 1749 for 100 pounds
Virginia money. The land, described as beginning at Marmaduke
Brown‘s land, vas part of a tract of land originally patented
to Charles Gilliam on 23 March 1715. FHinchia Mabry reserved
for himself and his heirs a small gravevard, described as being
twenty feet square and containing the graves of his wife and
child.!*% The vitnesses to this deed were Willian Gray, Christ-
opher Mascn and John Poynter. This land was bought by Einchia
Mabry frow Charles and Frances Gilliam on 19 May 1719.

On J July 1750 Hinchia purchased 680 acres of lapd for 120
pounds from the heirs of Nath. Bradford and Richard Koors, who
acted as heirs of John Bradford.®®? The land was part of 1220
acres granted to Richard Pace 1in 1724 and conveyed by Pace %o
John Bradford in 1733, The witpnesses to this trapsaction were
Levwis Parker, Janes Boisseau and Micholas Edmunds.

In 1750 Hinchia Mabry sold or gave 200 acres of land to
another son, Joel.'®* On 27 March 1751 Hinchia Mabry sold 180
acres of land to his scns Daniel and Xathamiel. This de=d was
recorded the saze day it vas drawn.'®"
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¥e do not know the exact date of death of Hinchia Mabry's
second wife, Ann Jackson. That she died before 28 Mareh 1751
is showa a judgaent of the Brunswick County Court on that date.
The record concerns a suit brought against Hinchia Mabry by
Samuel Harwell.

This day came the parties by their attornies and
thereupon came also a Jury. to wit, Richard Burnett

John Butts, Burgess Wall, John Robinson, John Steed,
John Edwards, Marsmaduke Paniel, John Burch, Wem Wyche.
Lucas Powell, Arthur Askins and Thomas Loyd who being
elected tried and sworn the Truth to speak, upon the
Issue jJolaned, brought 1n a Special Verdict in these
words, to wit, "We of the Jury upea our cath do find
that Dinad spother of the pegro Boy in the Declaration
sentioned above Delonged to Aane Jackson Jate of
Brunswick County whilst Sole.

We find that
after the Intermarriage aforesaid the said Hinchia
Nabry in Right of bhis said Vife possessed himself of
the said negro wenchk Dinah. We find that after the
said Kinchia Nabry became possessed of the said negro
veanch Dinah, to wit, on the first day of July in the
year of our Lord one thousand seven bundred and forty
seven aforesaid the said negro wench was delivered of
the said negro Boy doctor and the aforesaid negro Boy
Ningo at one Birth., We find that afterwards, to wit

on the Sixth day of Novezber ome thousand seven hun-
dred and forty seven Hinchia Xabry the Defendant did
deliver the aforesaid negrc Boy Minge to Sasuel Kar-
vell (commonly called little Sasuel Harwell) the
father of the Plf's wife Abigail te the use of said
Abigail. Ve find that after the Delivery of the
aforesaid negro Boy Ningo the said Abigail did inter-
parry with Savuel Harwell the Flf who in right of his
said wife Decaze possessed of the said negro Minge.
Fe find that the Pl1f before cozmencing his Suit !
the said negro Boy Doctor did dezand the said neg
boy Doctor of the Defendant and that he refused to
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deliver him. We find that the said Defendant Hipchis
Nabry is possessed of the negro Boy Doctor in the De-
cilaration pmentioned and hatk been possessed of hia
from bhis Birth. FHither and if upon the whole patter
the Lav go with the PIf we find for the P1f twenty two
pounds 10 shillings Dapages but 1Y the Lav thereon
arrising be for the Defendant™ and 1t 1s ordered that
the Cause be discontinued ‘til the next Court for the
matters of Law arising thereupon to be argued.t®t

By 1 Januvary 1752 Hinchia had married a third tiwe to Ann Clack
Courtney, a widow.!'®7 She is thought to have been the daughter
of the Rev. James Clack, vho was born in Wiltshire, Eangland and
died 20 Decenber 1723 in Glowcester County, Virginia. The date
of this third marriage to Ann Clack Courtney is not known ,but
toock place on or before 1 January 1752 when Hinchia and Aan
Mabry signed a deed selling 578 acres to Clack Courtney for 150
pounds. The land was a patent to 2nn Courtney.!9®

The nane of Hinchia Mabry 5r. next appears in the records
of Brunswick County in 1755 when he was one of the executors in
the estate of his son, Binchia Jr.'®* The other executors were
Joel Mabry, son of Hinchia Sr., and Richard Eill.

The death of Hinchia Mabry Sr. occurred sopetime in 1761.
The fact that his son Joshua was appointed to be administrator
of the estate on 28 July 1761 tells wus that Binchia died with-
out leaving a will.t*® The inveantory and appraieal of Einchia
Mabry was returned on 27 Apr 1762 in Brunswick County Court by
John Maclin, Edvard Goodriche, and Frederick Maclin.t®1
