General Chronology for Larkin OWEN(S):
cl779 - Larkin born in NC?

1600 - Larkin listed on the Fairfield District SC census (see attached)

1801 - first child born to Larkin and Patsy Owen at **Upper Lonecane, SC**
per Bible record written in 1815

1803 - purchases land in Fairfield District; deed refers to Larkin as a
planter of Fairfield.

1804 - second child born at **Upper Lonecane** SC per same Bible record
1806 - third child born at "Upper Lonecane** SC per same Bible record
1806 - sells same land

1807 - fourth child born at **Upper Lonecane** SC per same Bible record
1810 - can not locate Larkin on any census; believed to be in TN

cl815 - believed to be in Morgan Co., AL
1820 - can not locate Larkin on any census; believed to be in AL
1830 - Larkin listed on the Morgan Co., AL census
1840 - same

1849 - Larkin dies in Tippah Co., MS

I find Larkin Owen on the 1800 fairfield census as a young head of
household, a young female is also residing in the household. I assume this
to be his first wife. Patsy.
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
