he was killed on the field of defeat, be buried there in that forgotten

place so far from where he lost his life and so far from his native

Erin? Ahl his lone resting-place has, like that of the brave Ney, and

the noble LaFayette, been lost to the historic world.

Soon after the battle of New Orleans, the body of General Pakenham

was conveyed to Villeres, near New Orleans City and the viscera removed

and the body sent in a cask of riim to England for interment. The cask

landed safely in England, but by some mishap it was not identified, and

the next year it found its way back to Charleston, South Carolina, in

a lot of rum that had been consigned to a liquor dealer.
