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INTRODUCTION

°

The manuscript reéoords of ocounties, cities, churches and similar organita-

‘tions are recognized as the must valuable sources for students of social and eco-

nomio history. Despite their velue these records have vsuslly been more insocossi=
bly and carelessly stored than almost ary other class of material. The reasons
nre obvious: public offices are subjeot to ever inoreaeing prescure f{rom the anou=
rulation of papers; the county records are often far from tho centers whore stue
dents can oconvcniontly work; the records of churches and other organitations are
usually soattered, and in the keeping of individuals who have no firoproof fa-
oilities in their homes,

Various efforts have, from time to time, been made to meet this situation.
For years the University Library mande copies of valuable manuscripts whenever it
was practicable. In 1934 the Daughters of the Aneriocan Revolution sponsored a
CAA and FRA statewide project  tarough which copies of South Carolina wills were
placed in the University Librery and in Continental Hall, Washington, D. Ce

In 1935 the Cearoliniana Comnittee of the University of South Carolina pro-
posed to the state officiamls of the WPA a ruch more gomprehensive plan for pres=
ervation of records and for making them reedily accessible to- students. On Ootoe .
ber 1, 1935 the Statewide Historical Project, sponsored by the University, with
Dr. Anne King Gregorle, supervisor, and fifty copyists, was authorized to make
oopies of the oldor and more valusble records; and, in addition, to ocompile a
compreheneive list of stete and local records. The task of preliminary planning
and organization wes done by Misa Gregorie., On March 1, 1936 the Historioal Re-
cords Survey, a federal project, undertvok the task of listing public records on
a national scale, and Miss Gregorie was given charge of the work in South Corolina,
Seven months loter the Survey was housed by the University, and was thoruvafter
oarricd on in close cooperation with the Statewide Historical Projeot supervised
by Miss Gregorie's sucoessor, Miss Flora Belle Surles,

The work of these two projects, thanks primarily to the indefatigable ond
resourceful supervisors, constitutes en outstanding achievemontes The copylsts,
without preliminary training to fit thom for the task, have with great pationoe
end, in many oases, with fine devotion and roal skill, deoiphéred tho dim and
crabbed writing of orumbling pages that otherwise would be a permanent loss.
These projoots have been under the administrative direction of Mrs. Margerot D.
Davies, Stote Director of Women's and Professional Projects; without her appre=-
clation of the value of the work and her capable support the results vwould have
fallen for short of the notunl ochiecvemont. The University has also beon fortu=-

nate in obtalning copies made by local projects in Charleston, through ogresments ﬁ“

with the College of Cherleston end with Mr. E. P, Grice, Jre, of the WPAj; and
locel projeots in Chester and in Edgefield heve contributed some ocoplese.

The thanks of all persons interested in the history of our state are due to
these officinls and workers, to the publioc officers who at great inoonvonienoe to
themselves heve given working spance and nid, and to custodians of other records
who have been equally generous with their time and help,
